Sermon Questions from The Path
During a prayer meeting, Duane, a friend of mine shared a conversation he had with a co-worker at his place of work.  The subject was prayer.  The man asked, “Does prayer really work?”  How would you respond to Duane’s co-worker?

What are some of the common views of why we should pray?  How do some see God as; the Wizard of Oz? Santa Claus? A Coke machine?  A Genie in a bottle? A Lottery ticket?  What is at the root of these views on prayer?
How would you respond to the person who says, “If we don’t get what we want, if prayer doesn’t work, what good is it?”  How do you answer questions about unanswered prayer?
What role has prayer played in your life?

How does prayer relate to a relationship with God?  What does a relationship with God look like in your life?  Have you ever had an “angry prayer” with God?
What does Jesus say in His prayer in John 17?  What does this teach about why we pray?
How is prayer like communication the way it should be in a marriage or any close relationship?
