Dr. and Mrs. Pierson 

have also helped start a number of churches 

throughout Russia and send a portion of the 

proceeds from “Workable Evangelism” events to 

these churches in Russia.

Generations of Christians have sought to fulfill 

the Great Commission — to make disciples 

throughout the world. However, we have used 

tactics that are at best, ineffective, and at 

worst, unhealthy. Approaches such as guilt 

and “scaring” people into following Christ 

rarely make life-long disciples, while tactics 

such as a series of simple steps to salvation or 

“entertain-them-and-they-will-come” belittle 

the depth of the Gospel. 

 

So, how do we effectively spread the Gospel 

and make disciples of Jesus Christ? After many 

years in ministry, Dr. Robert Pierson has 

learned what works (and doesn’t work) when 

it comes to making disciples of Christ. 

Through trial and error, and lots of listening to 

the laity, he discovered that the most effective 

way to reach people for Christ is to be a 

“Good-Samaritan Church.” In other words, if 

we meet people’s needs and develop outreach 

programs around those needs, they will 

become disciples of Christ.  

 

Each community has a unique set of needs that 

your congregation has the gifts and abilities to 

meet. Learn how to see the needs of your area, 

understand the theology of why needs-based 

evangelism works and work through specific 

steps to put into practice your own
